The consumer typically prefers high growth assets (such as high conviction portfolios, hedge funds, and alternative
investments).

For the relevant part of the consumer’s portfolio, the consumer:
¢ has an extremely high risk appetite,
e can accept significant volatility and losses, and
o seeks to obtain accelerated returns (potentially in a short timeframe).
The consumer seeks extremely high risk, speculative or complex products which may have features such as significant

use of derivatives, leverage or short positions or may be in emerging or niche asset classes (for example, crypto-assets
or collectibles).

This consumer attribute addresses the likely period of time between the making of a request for redemption/withdrawal (or access to investment proceeds more generally)
and the receipt of proceeds from this request under ordinary circumstances.

Significant dealings

Section 994F(6) of the Act requires distributors to notify the issuer if they become aware of a significant dealing in the
product that is not consistent with the TMD. Neither the Act nor ASIC defines when a dealing is ‘significant’ and distributors
have discretion to apply its ordinary meaning.
